Here is a picture of the recording system. It
consists of a laptop, an external USB drive,

the MOTU 896HD, the MOTU BPRE and the
Symetrix 302, The laptop is connected to the
LaCie hard drive via USB and to the MOTU
setup via firewire, The MOTU 8PRE is con-
nected to the MOTU 896HD by an ADAT cable
and the Symetrix goes to the 896 by a 1/4-inch
mono cable,

Above shows the connections between the MOTUs and the Symetrix pre-
amp, as well as the USB going out from the LaCie to the laptop. An ADAT
cable is connected to the 1-8, 1-4 output on the top MOTU (BPRE) and then
to the input on the bottom MOTU (B96HD). The Symetrix preamp is used
for the PZM-6D mic, which is assigned to input five on the 896HD,



Abowve show the way in which the 896HD and the LaCie connect to the
laptop. This picture is talkken from the baclks of both set ups to clearly
display the connections. The USB from the LaCie connections the the
USE input on the laptop, on the left in the picture (however, if you were
sitting at the computer, it would be the bacl right). The firewire con-
nection from the 896HD connects from the output pictured at the top to
the input on the laptop pictured in the center (if vou were loolking at the
bacle of the MOTLU, the firewire connections are on the left, and if you're
in front of the computer, the input is located on the left side).



Abowve are the two MOTU systems stacked as we have them, 8FPRE
on top and 896HD on bottom. For the purposes of this project, we
have used inputs 1-8 on the 896HD as channels 1-8 and inputs 1-5
on the BPRE as channels 9-13.
